You may, if you wish, provide a copy of this letter and the contract conditions to your insurer or insurance broker and obtain from your insurer or insurance broker, certificates of currency for all insurance required under the contract stating, for each insurance policy, whether the insurance policy complies with the requirements of the contract and clearly stating the effect of any provisions in the policy of a kind not usually included in contracts of insurance that provide similar cover.  

A certificate such as this may satisfy the Principal's requirements, otherwise, you may submit copies of relevant insurance policies.  If the Contract Price exceeds $10m, also submit with the certificate copies of all insurance policies, other than Workers Compensation Insurance.

If you do not submit satisfactory proof of compliance with insurance requirements within the time specified in this notice the Principal may consider obtaining insurance in substitution for the insurance you are required to have and recovering the costs of doing so from payments you claim under the contract.
