Guide Notes

1. The Contractor is required to submit Contractor’s Documents to the Principal at least 21 days before the date the Contractor proposes to use them for construction.

2. Under clause 45 the Principal does not approve the Contractor’s Documents.

3. Use sample letter 45B when the Principal has objections under clause 45, eg: when there are Faults such as ambiguity, inconsistency, omission or error in the Contractor’s Documents.
