Guide Notes

1. The Principal is not under any obligation to issue an Acceleration Notice, but if the Principal decides that the Contractor should accelerate progress of the Works, any instruction to accelerate must be in the form of an Acceleration Notice.

2. Whenever possible, the parties must agree on the steps to be taken and basis for payment for acceleration before the Contractor takes those steps, or failing agreement the Principal must determine a reasonable value.

3. The Principal must pay the Contractor for acceleration (as an addition to the Contract Price) if it achieves the acceleration instructed by the Principal, but the value must take into account any relevant extensions of time which may be granted under clauses 41, 52 or 54 for delay during the period of acceleration.
