Suspension of Work

In accordance with clause 57.1 of the GC21 (Edition 1) General Conditions of Contract, I direct the Contractor to immediately suspend work on the » insert details of the work or Temporary Work to be suspended.

When I am satisfied that » insert the conditions that must be satisfied, I will instruct you to resume carrying out the Works and Temporary Work.

Guide Notes

1. If the Principal considers it necessary to suspend the whole or part of the work, the Principal must instruct the Contractor to suspend so much of the work as is necessary.

2. There is an obligation on the Principal to be reasonable when deciding whether or not to suspend progress of the Works and Temporary Work.

3. Once the reason for the suspension no longer exists, the Principal must instruct the Contractor to recommence work (Sample Letter 57B)
