Guide Notes

1. The Principal is in breach of the Contract if within the number of Business Days in Contract Information item 49C (normally 5 Business Days) after receipt of the statutory declaration, the specified Conformance Records and the Schedule 4 certificates referred to in clause 63.6.1, the Principal does not pay to the Contractor the amount in the Payment Schedule or, if the Principal has not issued a Payment Schedule, the full amount of the Payment Claim, excluding payments already made.

2. Failing to make a payment, in breach of clause 63.6.1, may entitle the Contractor to give the Principal a notice under clause 79.1 requiring the Principal to make the payment within 28 days after receiving the notice.

3. If the Principal fails to comply with the notice under clause 79.1, the Contractor may be entitled to terminate the Contract in accordance with clause 79.2.
