In accordance with clause 68.1 of the GC21 (Edition 1) General Conditions of Contract, the Principal requires to occupy and use » insert details (ie nominate the part, parts or whole of the Works to be occupied) from » insert the date of occupation (ie at least 21 days after the date of this letter).

Guide Notes

1. The Principal has the right under clause 68.1 to use or occupy any part of the Works which are sufficiently complete before the Contractor achieves Completion.  GC21 also gives the Principal the power to authorise anyone else to use or occupy the Works ahead of Completion. 

2. By exercising the right to early use or occupation, the Principal becomes responsible for any additional insurance requirements (clause 68.1.2).

3. If the uncompleted Works are used or occupied by the Principal (or anyone authorised by the Principal), then particular care must be taken not to hinder the performance of the Contractor in breach of clause 4.
