Guide Notes

1. If the Contractor fails to rectify the Defects in the time specified, clause 71.1.2 allows the Principal to have recourse to the provisions of clauses 50.3 and 50.4.

2. Clause 71.1.3 allows the Principal to order a Variation instead of requiring the Contractor to rectify a Defect.
