Guide Notes

1. A person who holds the appropriate delegated authority from the Principal must issue this notice.

2. This notice should not be issued without obtaining advice from the manager.cdru@commerce.nsw.gov.au.

3. In the case of Contractor ‘s Insolvency, the Principal may give the Contractor a notice terminating its employment under the Contract for any, or all, of the events specified in clause 83 - Contractor ‘s Insolvency.

4. Note that it if there is a formal Administrator or Liquidator, it may be necessary to seek guidance on the appropriate address for service of this notice. 

5. It is necessary to ensure that the notice is served promptly on the Contractor.  Delivery by hand to the Contractor ‘s address is recommended, and contemporaneous evidence of delivery should be obtained.  Facsimile or email transmission may be satisfactory, provided a transmission report is received and retained and receipt is also confirmed by telephone.  Postal services should not be relied upon for this notice.

6. If the Principal terminates the Contractor ‘s employment under the Contract, the Principal may employ others to complete the Works (clause 77.6).
